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 (CDR) Chubb was commissioned at Aviation Officer’s Candidate school at Pensacola Florida in January 1985 and was designated a Naval Flight Officer in March 1986.  He reported to the “GRIM REAPERS” of Fighter Squadron One Hundred One (VF-101) at NAS Oceana for training as a Radar Intercept Officer (RIO) in the F-14 Tomcat. 

His first squadron tour was with Fighter Squadron Eleven  (VF-11) the World Famous “RED RIPPERS” onboard the USS FORRESTAL (CV-59) from February 1987 until May 1990. While in VF-11 he served as first lieutenant, AV/ARM division officer and RIO Training Officer, he made two deployments and graduated from Naval Fighter Weapons School  (Topgun). 

From June 1990 to December 1993 CDR Chubb was with the “EVALUATORS” of Air Test and Evaluation Squadron Four (VX-4) in Point Mugu, California.  He was the Operational Test Director for the AIM-9M/R SIDEWINDER,  AIM-7M SPARROW, and AIM-54C PHOENIX air-to-air missiles, and  the Squadron  Operations  Officer.  While attached to VX-4 he earned a Masters of Science degree in Systems Management from the University of Southern California.

In February 1994 CDR Chubb reported to “SWORDSMEN” of VF-32 where he served as Aircrew Training Officer and Assistant Operations Officer. While in VF-32 he deployed to the Persian Gulf and Adriatic Sea onboard the USS Eisenhower (CVN-69) and flew missions in support of Operations Southern Watch, Deny Flight, and Sharp Guard.  

In 1995 CDR Chubb was selected as an Aerospace Engineering Duty Officer and reported to Naval Aviation Depot (NADEP) Jacksonville Florida.  At NADEP he served as the Flight Check Officer and Quality Assurance Officer.  In the summer of 1996 he was selected to attend U.S. Naval Test Pilot School (USNTPS). 

In  January 1997 he entered the USNTPS  in Patuxent River, Maryland.  CDR Chubb graduated from USNTPS in December 1997 and received the Sid Sherby Award. His follow-on assignment from TPS was to Naval Weapons Test Squadron, Point Mugu (now designated  VX-30), as  a project officer for several F-14B/D software and precision guided weapons flight test programs.

In January 2000 CDR Chubb returned to Patuxent River and was assigned to Program Executive Officer - Tactical Aircraft in the F/A‑18 Program Office (PMA265). He served as F/A-18 Mission Planning  Integrated Product Team (IPT) Lead , F/A-18 Test and Evaluation Coordinator, and as the IPT Lead for the Electronic Warfare IPT. 

CDR Chubb reported to Air Test and Evaluation Squadron Three One (VX-31) in September 2002 as  Chief Test Pilot (CTP) and assumed command of VX-31, on 2 April 2004. 

CDR Chubb has accumulated over 2900 flight hours in 29 models of military aircraft and has 435 carrier landings in the Tomcat.  His decorations include the Meritorious Service Medal, Air Medal-1st Strike Flight, Navy-Marine Corps Commendation Medal (Third Award), and the Navy Marine Corps Achievement Medal (Second Award), as well as various unit, service, and campaign awards. 

CDR Chubb is married to the former Raquel Dorsett of Twentynine Palms, California.  They have two daughters, Lara and Eloisa.
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
