CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JULY 1997





	July began with a shot of cold air that gave us record low temperatures on the 1st, lower than the lowest temperature recorded in June.  Temperatures climbed rapidly though, with the highs for the month recorded on the 4th and 5th.  Overall, temperatures for July were slightly below normal with the average maximum being one degree below normal and the average minimum being five degrees below.  Sky cover averaged near normal at 2.6 tenths.  Surface winds behaved themselves, remaining slightly below normal.  Our strongest gust came from the thunderstorms over the North Range on the 28th.  The thunderstorm recorded on the 28th was only the second day with rain for the month, but it dropped 0.34 inch of rain and hail on the airfield and 0.77 inch on the central valley of the north range.  This storm added to the 0.10 inch we received on the 22nd, making a total of 0.44 inch for the month;  0.28 inch above normal.  The annual precipitation total for Armitage Airfield is still 2.3 inches below normal; however.
