CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR OCTOBER 1997





	Quite a change from September’s weather!  A great month of Fall weather with little wind, mostly clear skies, and the beginning of an Indian Summer to finish it off.  The month began with warm temperatures (96° F on the 1st) and our windiest days coming during the first ten days.  The peak wind for the month occurred on the 6th at Armitage Airfield.  After the first week of above and near 90 degree high temperatures, it cooled off to near normal for the rest of the month.  The month also gave us our first freezing temperatures on the North Range:  Junction Ranch on the 8th, Tower 8 on the 26th, and Armitage Airfield on the 27th (the only one of the month).  Randsburg Wash stayed above freezing for the entire month.  Cloud cover for the month was way below normal with an average of 1.6 tenths as opposed to the normal of 3.1 tenths.  This allowed for sunny, warm days and crisp cool nights, especially the mid to late month.  Average wind speed was about three knots below normal as well, with very low speeds during the second half.
