CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR AUGUST 1998





    Not really much to write about this month, other than calling it hot and humid.  The average high temperature was about five degrees above normal, while the average low was normal.  This resulted in an overall average two degrees above normal.  Temperatures reached or passed the century mark on all but five days.  We had more thunderstorm and rain days than normal at the airfield, with three thunderstorm days and two additional days with rain showers.  The normal number of thunderstorm days for August is one and the normal number of days with any precipitation is two.  Although the number of precipitation occurrences was greater than normal, the amount of rainfall reaching the ground over the airfield was about a fifth of the normal for the month.  Prevailing winds were normal.  Morning humidities averaged about six per cent higher than normal and though that’s not a great amount, it is significant in this environment.
