CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JANUARY 1998


A very dry January.  Monthly rainfall for the Indian Wells Valley, which is normally just under an inch, was barely measurable.  Frontal systems passing through on the 4th, 9th/10th, 12th, and 30th brought the only precipitation, all of it liquid to the valley floor.  The storm on the 9th and 10th brought the only amounts greater than a trace.   Temperatures were near normal and were actually warmer than the cool December temperatures.  Average wind speed was well below the average wind speed of 07 knots.  A quiet month overall, preparing for February.
