CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JUNE 1998





    Another cool month for this post-El Nino summer!  Average temperatures for the month were at least five degrees below normal.  Although no record-breaking cold temperatures were recorded, the year’s first 100+ temperature did not occur until the 26th at Armitage Field.  This date tied the record for the latest first occurrence of a 100 degree temperature in the year previously set in 1980.  Once the century mark was broken; however, high temperatures remained above normal through the rest of the month.  Only a trace of rain fell on Armitage Field and it occurred on the 10th while a thunderstorm without rainfall occurred on the 9th.  Both Randsburg Wash and Junction Ranch had more extensive rainfall, due to the enhanced convection from the higher elevations surrounding those areas.  Our lowest pressure of the month coincided with a strong low pressure system that passed over the area on the 16th.  Besides keeping temperatures below normal, this low also brought the peak wind of the month to Armitage Field as higher pressure replaced the low.  Skies were generally less cloudy than normal and only a couple of days had visibilities reduced to less than 25 miles in haze.
