GEOPHYSICS OPERATIONS SECTION

CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JULY 1999


After a warm beginning, the month then rapidly cooled down, averaging more than a degree below normal.  The high temperature of 112° on the 2nd set the record high for that date while the low temperature of 58° on the 25th tied that day’s record low.  The early hot period culminated in several days of afternoon and evening thunderstorms and rain showers beginning on the 9th.  This shower activity, a result of a strong subtropical moisture invasion, gave us the month’s only precipitation on the valley floor; a paltry 0.07” at Armitage Airfield.  Surrounding areas received significantly more, indicated by more than an inch at Junction Ranch, more than two inches at Randsburg Wash, and over a half an inch at the wastewater ponds and south of Inyokern.  Flooding from two of the storms in Ridgecrest made the national news.  Temperatures dropped after the showery period, remaining below normal for the remainder of the month.  Average wind speed was slightly below normal while humidity was significantly higher than normal.  Average cloud cover for the month was about a tenth more than normal.
