CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JUNE 1999


Unseasonably cool, then hot and dusty describes this month’s weather.  Although the month’s record low temperature of 42° wasn’t broken; record low temperature (47° at the Airfield) was recorded on the 3rd and 4th; and 50° on the morning of the 9th tied that day’s record low set in 1995 and tied last year.  High temperatures during the first week of the month were 15 to 20 degrees below normal while lows were 10 to 15 degrees below normal.  Halfway through the month, on the 13th, summer arrived, lifting afternoon temperatures above the century mark and keeping them there through the remainder of the month.  Despite the cold beginning of the month, the average maximum and average temperatures were normal while the average minimum was three degrees below normal.  No rain fell at any of our reporting stations during the month despite the showers that made it as far as the mountains northwest of us on the 4th.  Winds were very near normal for the month.  Sky cover amount was significantly less than normal.
