CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR AUGUST 2004


The beginning of the month saw normal maximum temperatures of near 100 °F, the latter part of the month say daily high temperatures were 5 to 7 degrees below normal.  Due to some thunderstorm activity, China Lake saw close to normal precipitation for the month (0.31”) whereas other locations around the range received more rain due to this activity.  Due to unusual weather patterns afternoon strong gusty winds were less frequent for this month.

Outlook:    Drought like conditions to continue, meaning little to no rain for September.  The normal rainfall for the month of September is 0.26”.  Temperatures will run 5 to 10 degrees warmer than normal (94 Max,61 Min).
