This month saw below normal low temperatures with the normal average high temperature being 59 and the low average temperature of 30.  January 2004 also was drier than normal, which is 0.91 inches.  This dry trend is similar to 1984 comparing not only January 2004 precipitation but also February 2004 lack of rainfall.  

Outlook:    Continued dry conditions with temperatures starting out cooler than normal (64 ° High, 35 ° Low).  By mid February temperatures are expected to be normal.
