CLIMATOLOGY REPORT FOR JULY 2004


Maximum temperatures for this summer months have been above normal however they have been less than 110 °F.  Past years that had cool May-July months (less than 110°F) were 1997, 1982, 1974, 1969, 1968, 1965 to 1963, 1952, and 1947 to 1945.  Most of these cool summers were followed by a wet winter, which is November through March of 0.5 “ or more of rainfall.  Cooler summer temperatures have caused afternoon thermal winds have been active however they have been reduced in strength.  

Outlook:    August will see about 5 degrees above normal maximum temperatures (100°F) and below normal (0.31”) of rainfall.  Climate prediction models predict that we’ll continue to be in drought conditions until September.
