The temperatures for May 2004 were about average at the airfield.  The absolute maximum of 101 was note reached until the 31st of the month, the only time that this month saw 100 ° or above.  The last time that the Month of May did not see 100 ° was 1999.  

Precipitation was below the normal amount of 0.13 inches, 1990 was the last time that the month of May did not receive any precipitation.  

Outlook:    The month of June is predicted to see 5-10 ° F above normal temperatures (96 Max, 64 Min).  Precipitation will be normal (0.02 inches) or below normal for next month.  This indicates that the 5 year drought is still holding strong in our area.
