Outlook:    October 2003 is forecasted to be 5 ° F warmer than normal (82 °F) and drier than normal (0.14 inches).  This is an indication that our overall drought continues, climatologists say that the desert southwest is in a 5 year drought period which 2003 would be year 4 of this 5 year period.
